Centre for the Geodesy, Cartography and
Cadastre began training with the most
up-to-date techniques and equipment.
Within three days, using the new
equipment, the geodesists were working
in the villages of Yabluniv, Stopchativ
and Rozniv in the Kosiv Rayon. Their
task is to survey parts of the land parcels
which have not been captured by aerial
photography or where surveying has not
already been completed. Towards the
latter part of May the Ukrainian
geodesists were also instructed on GPS -
Global positioning System, which allows
the geodesists to position points on the
earth using satellites.

Human Resource Development

On and off site training in all areas of
the land registration process have been
ongoing since the beginning of the
project. Everything from concrete
sessions in tacheometer and GPS training
have been held for the project
geodesists, while formal lectures dealing
with various aspects of a land registry
system have been given to professors
and students by members of the
Advisory Committee and UMA staff.
These  training sessions include
everything from concrete information
about surveying, to more abstract
concepts such as management, attitude
change, and information sharing. In
addition, local students have been trained
and are employed by the project during
university breaks.

Another very significant aspect is the
fact that information regarding this entire
project is also being utilized at the State
level to assist the Ministers in their
political presentations with regard to land
reform.

To deliver this project, UMA
Engineering Ltd. is leading a consortium
composed of DMR Group Inc. of
Montreal, Intergraph Canada Inc. of
Calgary, and assisted by the Alberta
Government. This project is being funded
by the Canadian Department of External
Affairs and Ukraine’s State Ministry of
Geodesy, Cartography and Cadastre.
