suggestions on the Ukrainian side about
mutual cooperation. The members of the
Club also learned about the economic
potential of industry and agriculture of
the Cherkassy, Zhytomir, Kharkiv,
Mykolayiv, Rivno, Zakarpatya, Kyiv,
Luhansk, Zaporizhya, Kherson and
Crimea districts. They met the leaders of
these districts.

SOME CONCRETE RESULTS

The activity of the Club has
produced concrete, positive
results. For example, the Lviv
Enterprise Electron, with the help of the
Club, signed a contract with foreign
investors for the sum of 12 million
German marks, and 4.5 million dollars.
Kyiv’'s Union Sital signed an agreement
with the Japanese firm Sanyo worth
several million dollars.

After the foreign diplomats visited the
city of Cherkassy, at the
recommendation of the members of the
Club, this city was also visited by the
business delegations of the following
companies: Bertucci (Italy), Emco (USA),
BAT (GB), Remetma (Germany), Eurolant

(Finland), Repex, Kaisund (Turkey),
Nuova Rayon (ltaly) and Monsanto
(USA). After the visit, new agreements

were signed. On November 15, 1993, a
new Ukrainian-German enterprise,
Remetma-Cherkassy, was created on the
foundation of the Cherkassy Tobacco
Factory. According to the agreement,
this factory will produce more than 18
billion cigarettes a year. In Cherkassy
city the Italian corporation Bertucci
signed a contract to build a baby food
plant, which will produce about 15
million cans of food a year. For this
business venture, 12.5 million US dollars
was provided by the Credit Council.
The private firm Mais, which took
part in the meetings of the Club, became
an organizer of the Ukrainian-American
enterprise which will be improving corn
grains and supplying them to Ukrainian
agricultural enterprises. In Cherkassy
city the Ukrainian-American enterprise,
Ukraine Ltd., began to build a plant for
champagne, wine and fruit drinks which
will be producing about 200.000 bottles
of champagne a day in the first decade
of year 1994.

Canadian-Ukrainian
Seminar

A Seminar held Sept. 18-21, 1995, at
the Centre for National Security Studies

(CNSS) in Kingston, Ontario, was
entitled "Ukraine at the Strategic
Crossroads”. It was sponsored under the

auspices of the Department of National
Defence as part of its program of
providing assistance and cooperation to
the countries of Central and Eastern
Europe.

Participation in the seminar was on a
bilateral basis (i.e. Canada and Ukraine).
Each delegation had a core group of nine
persons subdivided into three persons from
Defence, Foreign Affairs and academics.
A number of other participants, including
representatives of the Ukrainian Canadian
Congress, joined from time to time.

The Kingston seminar focused on
Ukraine's strategic predicament and made
assessments of the available foreign and
defence policy options (eg. moving closer
to Russia, moving closer to NATO, or
"cordon sanitaire"). The seminar was
divided into four sub-topics: Historical

perspectives, foreign policy interests,
defence  policy interests, domestic
imperatives, and Western and Russian

views on Ukraine's international position.
Discussion was informal and dynamic. A
Variety of views welc Y;ALIICDDCL‘I.
presented will be published later in the
fall by CNSS.

The purpose of the seminar was not to
