of Canada. On the eve of the meeting of the
G-7 countries, the conferences aimed to
show the business circles of Canada positive
market changes in Ukraine, provide
information about the activity and tasks of
the Mission, and to make business contacts
the representatives of the provincial
governments of Canada. Information about
the conferences was published in the
Ukrainian press. This publicity evoked a
large number of inquiries and requests from
Ukrainian business people to help with the
search for partners in Canada for trade,
investment and informational projects.

The provincial governments, foreseeing
the possibility of developing new markets,
are encouraging business circles in the
provinces to develop contacts with Ukraine.

In the framework of the governmental
“Plan of Action for Ukraine,” proposals and
projects which have formed in the electrical
energy, agriculture and food, and health care
fields are being actively developed with the
business circles of Saskatchewan. At the
beginning of June, a delegation of
representatives of the petroleum industry of
Saskatchewan made a working trip to
Ukraine. It is expected that this autumn a
delegation of Ukrainian business people from
the petroleum and natural gas sector will
make a return visit to Saskatchewan.

In response to an invitation from the
President of Ukraine, Premier R. Romanow
visited Ukraine this fall at the head of a trade
delegation from the province (see story on
page 4). Premier R. Klein of Alberta is
planning to lead a trade mission from the
province on a visit to Ukraine this fall.

In Ontario and beyond, the Canada-
Ukraine Chamber of Commerce, Ukraine
Enterprise Corporation investment fund, and
the East-West program of York University are
actively promoting the development of
economic cooperation between Ukraine and
Canada.

Under an initiative by companies from
Manitoba and Ontario, there is a plan to hold
a trade show called “Ukraine and Partners
XX-XXI" in Toronto on April 29-May 1, 1996.

Next spring a business and government
mission from Canada, in which interested
business people from all the provinces will
be able to participate, will visit Ukraine,
including the main industrial centres of our
country.
