or sixteen glorious days, more than 10,000
.athletes from 197 countries came together in
Atlanta, Georgia and demonstrated the best the
world has to offer in sportsmanship, human excellence,
and patriotism. From the shadows of their larger
neighbours, Ukraine and Canada came in an exceptional
10th and 11th in the overall medal standing, collecting
totals of 22 and 23 medals, respectively. This was
Canada’s best showing ever in a full Olympics, having
previously won 18 in Barcelona. While Canada did win 44
medals in Los Angeles in 1984, those Olympics were
boycotted by the then Soviet Bloc. Under the flag of the
Former Soviet Union, Ukrainian athletes had brought
home 197 gold medals since 1952.

For Ukraine, these Centennial Olympics were the
first summer games at which the country:was represented
by its own athletes, 235 competitors in total, of whom
one third were women. For the first time the Canadian
contingent had more female athletes (155) than men
(151). Back in Lillehammer at the 1994 Winter games,
chaos had erupted as unknown figure skater Oksana Baiul
won Gold for newly independent Ukraine - the orchestra
conductor. could not even find the notes for Ukraine’s
National Anthem. This time, the orchestra was better
prepared and got plenty of practice as Ukrainian athletes
climbed onto the podium to claim 8 Gold Medals.

oth Canada and Ukraine each managed to steal

the show on a number of high profile occasions.

To the disbelief of the Americans, Canadian
sprinter Donovan Bailey ran away with the 100 metre
race and title of World's Fastest Human. In a stunning
follow-up, the Canadian Men’s 4 X100 relay team won
another electrifying victory and another Gold - the first
time that the U.S. relay team ever lost that Olympic race.
Meanwhile, Ukraine’s World Champion Liliya Podkopayeva
won the prestigious Women’s All-Around Gold in
gymnastics, and then a second Gold, beating out all
favorites before a decidedly subdued American audience.

Canada and Ukraine stood on the podium together
once, after the Ukrainian crew beat the Canadians for
silver in a photo-finish in the women’s quadruple sculls.
While Canada has only 30 million people from which to
draw its athletes as compared to Ukraine’s 52 million,
training facilities in Canada are envied by Ukrainian
athletes, some of who were even hosted and trained in

Canada in preparation for Atlanta. 4]

Kyiv, but most significantly with the following words:
"How well-known and influential a nation

depends not only on its official recognition by othe

countries. It also depends on how that country I

perceived emotionally. Ukraine has been recognized by
the world on a diplomatic level, but you've brought 3

our country into the consciousness of people around
the world."

All in all, sports competition between Canada
and Ukraine promises to provide many moments of
elation and heartbreak in the future, as our athletes
strive to achieve excellence on the world stage. [ ]
